Conditions of award

Seed Grants of $10,000 are for research in any area of endocrinology by a mid-career ESA member. The research must be conducted in Australia.

Eligibility

The recipient must be an ESA member for at least 12 months at the time of application and can have either a clinical or basic science qualification.

Applicants must be less than 15 year since graduating from their higher degree. Allowance will be made for any career disruptions.
Selection Criteria

Applicants will be assessed on;

1. Track record: publications, abstracts and presentations to national and international meetings, awards and achievements (2 pages).
2. Project proposal: assessed on scientific quality, relevance to endocrinology and clinical, translation or scientific impact. (2 pages).
Application

Applications are to be submitted using the ESA Research Seed Grant Application Form (Below).
Applications must be accompanied by:
Two referee reports (1 page each) from referees who can comment on the personal, clinical and scientific suitability of the candidate and proposed project. It is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure that referee’s reports are emailed to ESA by the application deadline.
A letter from the Head of the Department where the research will be conducted, indicating the availability of suitable facilities and scientific support.
Applications are assessed by a Selection Committee selected by ESA Council.

Administration of the Seed Grant
The award recipient must be undertaking work within a hospital, university department, research institute or other approved institute within Australia. The financial administration of the award will be through the appropriate finance office of the institution.
